EXAMPLES OF DUTIES





Performs skilled work in the inspection, diagnosis, trouble shooting, repair and maintenance of town-owned equipment.  


Adjusts, repairs, replaces or overhauls gasoline and diesel engines, fuel systems, air conditioning, electrical systems, exhaust systems, brakes, transmissions, clutches, suspension, cooling, pumps, hydraulic and steering systems.


Changes and repairs tires, chains and snow plows; brazes, welds and fabricates parts as needed on equipment.  


Performs minor body work.


Performs other related duties as assigned.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES





1.	Working knowledge of operation and maintenance of power-driven equipment and use of hand tools commonly used in public works equipment maintenance.





2.	Ability to perform heavy and strenuous work over an extended period of time.





Ability to operate small, medium and large trucks and equipment.





Ability to lift, carry and place heavy objects.





Ability to perform maintenance to equipment.





Ability to perform all responsibilities found at the class of skilled laborer in Town service.

B.	EXPERIENCE





	High School graduate or equivalent and at least 2 years of skilled repair and maintenance of all equipment and experience with all machinists’ tools.  Must have complete set of tools.  Must be in good physical condition.  CDL Class B with air brake endorsement required and hoisting license preferred.





SUPERVISORY CONTROLS


	


Works under the direct supervision of the Equipment Maintenance Supervisor.	





COMPLEXITY OF WORK





Assesses equipment repair needs and determines supplies required as well as fabricating necessary pieces to affect repair/maintenance of equipment.





E.	NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PERSONAL CONTACTS





Records drivers’ complaints relative to repairs needed on equipment and discusses repair needs with supervisor.  May deal with supply vendors.





F	PHYSICAL DEMANDS/STRESS AND WORK ENVIRONMENT





	Performs duties in typical garage conditions.  Requires heavy shop work including lifting, bending, climbing, and working in sometimes unusual positions to achieve goals.  





Some duties are accomplished outdoors.
